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Welcome to Cave Creek Regional Park 

Cave Creek Regional Park was dedicated on October 31, 1992. 
This 2,922-acre park is located within the Town of Cave Creek, 1.5 
miles north of Carefree Highway on 32nd Street. 

The landscape offers interesting geological formations, scenic 
views, and Sonoran Desert flora and fauna. Elevations range from 
a low point in the southeast corner of park at 2,000 feet to 3,060 
feet near the center of the park. 

The park is located in the southwest corner of an area that was the 
scene of mining exploration and development for over 120 years. 
Irrigated farming, cattle and sheep ranching were other ventures 
attempted. All such efforts were marginal at best. Remnants of 
these abandoned operations are visible. 

Park Rules

Picnicking 

The Day-Use Picnic Area offers 51 individual picnic sites. Each 
site has a table and barbecue grill. These sites are available on a 
first-come, first-served basis. Drinking water and restrooms are 
available. 

The Group Picnic Area has four large ramadas, each of which can 
be reserved. Two of the ramadas have four tables each and can be 
reserved for a four-hour period for $30 each; the other two ramadas 
have six tables each and can be reserved for $40 each. This facility 
has tables, grills, drinking water, electrical outlets, campfire pits and 
a nearby playground. These ramadas, if not marked as reserved, 
are available on a first-come, first-served basis. 

Camping 

The Family Campground consists of 38 campsites for tent or RV 
camping, restrooms with flush toilets and hot-water showers, and a 
dump station. The camping fee is $18 per night. 

Large groups can reserve the Group Campground. The Group 
Campground is a 3-acre dry camping area that requires a minimum 
of 6 units. The cost per unit in the Group Campground is $8 per 

Fees. Hours of Operation, and Contacts 

Cave Creek Regional Park is open 6 a.m. to 8 p.m. Sun - Thurs 
and 10 p.m. Fri & Sat. A $5 per vehicle entry fee is required. 
Please use the self-pay station when the entrance booth is not 
staffed. For further information please contact the Park Office.

The Group Campground offers 
a restroom with flush toilets and hot-water showers, ramadas with 
picnic tables, a fire ring and an activity area. 

Trails 

Cave Creek Regional Park offers over 11 miles of trails for hiking, 
mountain biking and horseback riding. All trails are shared-use 
unless otherwise designated. 

The Horse Staging Area, south of the picnic loop, has a large 
gravel parking lot to accommodate horse trailers. Hitch rails and 
water are also available. 

Note: Travel can be arduous if you are not prepared. Always carry 
plenty of water, use protection from the sun, and let someone know 
where you are going.
